Guidelines for Day 2 Practice Sessions
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In your group that you signed up for, you will:
· Introduce yourselves and your  “topic” (module)
· Present the content relating to the slides
· Briefly facilitate activities (Modules 2 & 4) and video discussion(s)
· Illustrate with one short story or example
· Present for 20 minutes (max)
· Receive feedback
Prep: 
· Prepare to present like you are presenting to a group of peers or colleagues
· Use your experience as a “trainee” and the information in the Trainer Guide to help you prepare
· Prepare to deliver the material as you saw it demonstrated this morning
· Use ONE story or example when presenting the material – make sure it illustrates a point and is consistent with the Learning Objectives for the Module
· You will NOT show the videos – you may refer back to the video content since everyone is familiar and facilitate video-related discussion
· You will BRIEFLY (3-5 minutes) facilitate the activities in Modules 2 & 4 – use a large group discussion format if needed for the sake of time
· ONLY present the slides that are assigned for the module you choose
Feedback Process:
· During presentations, observers will take notes using feedback forms (see copy)
· Be prepared to give constructive feedback – at least one thing the presenter did well AND one thing they could improve upon
· Colleagues will provide feedback (round robin)
· Instructor will go last and focus on content
· Feedback forms are provided to presenter at end (optional)
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
